INTRODUCTION

At the annual general meeting (the “AGM”) of Global Link Communications Holdings Limited
(the “Company”) for the year ended 31 March 2007 to be held at The Library, B2, InterContinental
Grand Stanford Hong Kong, 70 Mody Road, Tsimshatsui East, Kowloon, Hong Kong on Wednesday,
25 July 2007 at 2:30 p.m., resolutions will be proposed to grant to the directors (the “Directors”)
of the Company general mandates to allot, issue and deal with new shares of the Company and to
repurchase shares of the Company. Resolutions will also be proposed to re-elect the Directors in
accordance with the articles of association of the Company. This circular contains the explanatory
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statement in compliance with the Rules Governing The Listing of Securities on the Growth Enterprise
Market (“GEM”) of The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the “Stock Exchange”) and to give
all the information reasonably necessary to enable shareholders of the Company to make an informed
decision on whether to vote for or against the resolutions.

GENERAL MANDATES

At the AGM, separate ordinary resolutions will be proposed to renew the general mandates to
authorise the Directors (i) to allot, issue and otherwise deal with shares (“Shares”) of HK$0.01 each
in the Company not exceeding 20% of the aggregate nominal amount of the issued share capital of
the Company at the date of passing of the resolution; (ii) to exercise all powers (the “Repurchase
Mandate”) of the Company to repurchase issued and fully paid Shares on the GEM up to a maximum
of 10% of the aggregate nominal amount of the issued share capital of the Company at the date of the

Mr. Chau received his degree from the Economics Department of
Zhongshan (Sun Yat-sen) University (* 111 KX2). Mr. Chau has entered into a service contract with
the Company for a term of two years commencing from 1 November 2006 and such service contract
may be terminated by either party thereto giving to the other not less than three months’ prior notice.
Mr. Chau is entitled to a fixed remuneration of HK$240,000 per year pursuant to the service contract
and which is based on the prevailing market rates. As on 22 June 2007 (the “Latest Practicable
Date”), being the latest practicable date prior to printing of this circular, Mr. Chau is interested in
58,560,400 Shares and 7,778,000 share options of the Company representing approximately 7.67% and
1.02% respectively of the total issued share capital of the Company as at the Latest Practicable Date.
Mr. Chau is also an authorized representative of the Company and a director of GL Limited, Hilltop
Holdings Group Limited, Guangzhou Global Link Communications Inc., Global Link Communications
(HK) Limited, all being subsidiaries of the Company.

Wing Kee Eng, Lee, aged 54, joined the Group in May 2002. Mr. Lee has over 20 years of
experience in the telecommunications industry. Mr. Lee pursued his career with Harris Corporation where
he had been a visiting engineer, senior engineer and the head of sales of the Pan Asia Pacific region.
Mr. Lee has entered into a service contract with the Company for a term of two years commencing
from 1 November 2006 and such service contract may be terminated by either party thereto giving
to the other not less than three months’ prior notice. Mr. Lee is entitled to a fixed remuneration of
HK$50,000 per year pursuant to the service contract and which is based on the estimated time to be
spent by Mr. Lee. As at the Latest Practicable Date, Mr. Lee is interested in 2,778,000 share options
of the Company representing approximately 0.36% of the total issued share capital of the Company as
at the Latest Practicable Date. Mr. Lee has also been the vice president of the marketing department
of one telecom operator in the United States.

Lu Ting Jie (F1EAR), aged 52, professor Lu joined the Group in November 2002. Professor
Lu graduated from the Beijing University of Posts and Telecommunications (JtF{HEZEE2RE) with
a Master’s degree and obtained a Doctorate degree from Japan’s Kyoto University (FUESKER).
Professor Lu is a tutor for doctorate students at the graduate school of Beijing University of Posts
and Telecommunications. He had contributed a number of thesis and articles in the area of economics,
communications and telecommunications. Professor Lu has entered into a service contract with the
Company for a term of two years commencing from 1 November 2006 and such service contract may
be terminated by either party thereto giving to the other not less than three months’ prior notice.
Professor Lu is entitled to a fixed remuneration of HK$30,000 per year pursuant to the service contract
and which is based on the estimated time to be spent by professor Lu. As at the Latest Practicable
Date, Professor Lu is interested in 833,000 Shares of the Company representing approximately 0.11%
of the total issued share capital of the Company as at the Latest Practicable Date. Professor Lu is
also a member of the audit committee of the Company.

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This is an explanatory statement given to all shareholders of the Company, as required by the
GEM Listing Rules, to provide requisite information of the Repurchase Mandate.

1. GEM LISTING RULES FOR REPURCHASES OF SHARES

The GEM Listing Rules permit companies whose primary listing is on the Stock Exchange
to repurchase their fully-paid shares on GEM subject to certain restrictions, the more important of
which are summarised below:

(a) Shareholders’ approval

All proposed repurchase of securities on the Stock Exchange by a company with primary
listing on the Stock Exchange must be approved in advance by an ordinary resolution, either
by way of general mandate or by special approval of a particular transaction.

(b) Share capital

Under the Repurchase Mandate, the number of Shares that the Company may repurchase
shall not exceed 10% of the aggregate nominal amount of the issued share capital of the Company
at the date of the passing of the relevant resolutions. The Company’s authority is restricted to
purchases made on GEM in accordance with the GEM Listing Rules. As at the Latest Practicable
Date, there were in issue an aggregate of 763,509,000 Shares. Exercise in full of the Repurchase
Mandate, on the basis that no further Shares would be issued or repurchased prior to the date
of the AGM, would accordingly result in up to 76,350,900 Shares being repurchased by the
Company.

(c) Reasons for repurchase

The Directors have no present intention to repurchase any Shares but consider that the
Repurchase Mandate will provide the Company with the flexibility to make such repurchase as
and when appropriate and is beneficial to the Company. Such repurchases may, depending on
the market conditions and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net
asset value of the Company and its assets and/or its earnings per Share. As compared with the
position of the Company in its financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2007 (being
the most recent published audited accounts), the Directors consider that there would not be any
material adverse impact on the working capital and on the gearing position of the Company in
the event that the proposed repurchases were to be made in full during the proposed repurchase
period. However, the Directors will not propose to exercise the Repurchase Mandate to such
an extent as would, in the circumstances, have a material adverse effect on the working capital
requirements of the Company or on its gearing levels which in the opinion of the Directors are
from time to time appropriate for the Company.
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(d) Funding of repurchases

Repurchase of the Shares will be funded out of funds legally available for such purpose in
accordance with the memorandum and articles of association of the Company and the applicable
laws of the Cayman Islands.

The Company is empowered by its memorandum and articles of association to repurchase
its Shares. The Cayman Islands law provides that the amount of capital repaid in connection with
a share repurchase may only be paid out of either the capital paid up on the relevant shares, or
the profits that would otherwise be available for distribution by way of dividend or the proceeds
of a new issue of shares made for such purpose. The amount of premium payable on redemption
may only be paid out of either the profits that would otherwise be available for distribution by
way of dividend or out of the share premium of the Company. Under the Cayman Islands law,
the repurchased Shares will remain part of the authorised but unissued share capital.

(e) Connected persons

None of the Directors nor, to the best of the knowledge and belief of the Directors having
made all reasonable enquiries, any of the associates (as defined in the GEM Listing Rules)
of any of the Directors has any present intention, in the event that the proposed Repurchase
Mandate is approved by the Company’s shareholders, to sell Shares to the Company.

At the Latest Practicable Date, no connected person (as defined in the GEM Listing Rules)
of the Company has notified the Company that he/she has a present intention to sell Shares to
the Company nor has he/she undertaken not to sell any of the Shares held by him/her to the
Company in the event that the Company is authorised to make repurchases of Shares.
